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Title Author Genre takes the form of three animated neon sculptures each constructed from three signatures placed in three districts across Liverpool; The Rotunda, Kensington and Garston.

 
These sculptures entwine symbols specifically created by each community, with existing tags present in each area. The title of these works refers to a system of textual navigation being usurped by cyber-search systems, which utilise a process of tagging by the user. Within this work issues of authorship are increasingly blurred, since the artist has appropriated forms already existing in the public realm and reframed them. The process of transforming these marks into neon motifs, creating illuminated sculptures, changes the perceived functions and implications of these designs, pushing the ambiguous relationship they have with their community. For some visitors these may only seem to be abstract or calligraphic shapes, but others will recognise their origin and may have even authored their forms.

The communities hosting these sculptures have felt the impact of Liverpool’s huge regeneration push, both as a positive and negative force. Buildings have been knocked down, opening up the potential for new social spaces, which are then blighted by enormous billboards. Seemingly desirable Victorian houses have been boarded up ready for demolition, with each hoarding decorated by colourful designs. Parks previously used for impromptu football games and picnics have been privatised and fenced off. Meanwhile any person caught in the act of tagging is under the risk of a twenty thousand pound fine. It is in this context these sculptures emerge, often from derelict buildings, questioning the assumption that the legality of corporate interventions in the public realm offers the higher moral position in relation to unsanctified personal interventions.
